Indiaaccounted for 5.3 mil-
lion of Honda’s 20.5 million
global motorcycle sales in
FY25, making the country its
most significant two-wheeler
market. Honda currently holds
a 409% share of the global two-
wheeler market and is the sec-

tance system capable of oper-
ating on surface roads.

Earlier this month, Honda
paused a C$15 billion ($10.7
billion) EV project in Ontario,
Canada, citing declining
demand. Despite the slow-
down, Honda still targets all
new vehicle sales to be either
battery-electric or fuel-cell by
2040.
